The name “Wax 

Garden” derives from the Fairy Wax Flower which is regenerating after years of heavy browsing by 

wallabies 

C Stoney Creek Reserve 

D Rostron Road picnic area has a table and seats beside the dam. 

E West of England Fire Tower commands a view across the whole region 
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Teddington Trail 

F Fisherman’s Hut is reminiscent of a high country cattleman’s hut that is available for campers.  The 

local angling club formally uses it.  Camping is available at Fisherman’s Hut.  Bookings are essential 

through Parks Victoria 

G Teddington Reservoir.  Teddington Reservoir No. 1 is located just inside the National Park, together 

with camping ground and toilets which are managed by Parks Victoria.  Below this reservoir is 

Teddington No. 2 reservoir that supplies water to the village of Stuart Mill.  A community group 

privately manages this reservoir. 

H The area near the spillway is the site for the first white settlers in the district, where a Mr Sanderson 

had his residence for the large Teddington Run which was established in the 1840’s. 

I In the years after the gold rush, the Strathfillan Creek Valley was home to many small market 

gardens growing vegetables and flowers; orchards and a winery.  The creek was a good stream for 

fishing.

Token were issued instead of money and these 

tokens could only be spent in St Arnaud. 

N Boys Camp.  During the depression, unemployed boys were camped here and allocated an area 

where they could cut wood for sale in Melbourne.  They were given food and lodging.

Geocaching 

Geocaching is like a treasure hunt outdoors using GPS on your phone or tablet.  You can find caches in any area by 

logging on the “Geocaching” site.  Your GPS will then direct you to within a few metres of the cache, then you search 

for the cache.  The cache may be quite obvious or it may be hidden.  When you find the cache, you write your cache 

name in the log and register it on the Geocaching site.  Geocaching will take you to many interesting places and 

often ones not usually visited. 

There are over 400 caches around St Arnaud.  Many Geocachers travel to this district just to find geocaches.
